Crime Prevention Through Environmental
Design, or CPTED (pronounced sep-ted), is
based on a theory that through proper
design and effective use of built
environments, the incidence of crime and
the fear of crime can diminish and the
general quality of life can improve for a
community. CPTED provides principles for
planning and designing safe communities
and improving safety measures of existing

developments.

This course covers the general principles of
CPTED, including crime prevention and
security strategies, a thorough analysis of
proper design and development applica-
tions and ways to develop community part-
nerships in an effort to apply CPTED to all
types of city developments. Interactive
work is included in the training to help
participants diagnose problems and formu-

late effective responses.
